‘06/07 school years, your Woodlands Board has kept a close watch on the activities of the Mount Diablo Uni-
fied School District. The Woodlands Board has been present at many district meetings providing timely com-
ments on issues of importance to the Woodlands, such as the permanent inclusion of Crystyl Ranch to North-
gate High School, the cancelled high school boundary study, the denial of the Montecito petition to be in-
cluded within Northgate High School boundaries, our negotiated contribution to the District for funding a sec-
ond new classroom at Northgate and the like. Through these and similar efforts, the Woodlands Association
gained an increased level of recognition by the District School Board. We will continue to monitor District
activities in the coming years and represent Woodlands residents on issues regarding school boundaries and
improvements.

The Woodlands Association was able to identify and facilitate $225,000 in improvements to our three public
schools. These funds were negotiated from the Citrus Walk development. This funding provided the new tech-
nology center network and equipment improvements of $40,000 to Foothill Middle School in May of 2006.
Northgate High School received $160,000 to complete the funding of two new permanent classrooms in Janu-
ary of 2006. Valle Verde Elementary received $25,000 in May of 2006 for the new shade structure to be con-
structed next to their multi-use room.

2006 CERT & Emergeney Training

The Woodlands became the Walnut Creek training pilot for how a neighbor-
hood can cope during and after a major emergency. The city sponsored a
Woodlands training session using the national Community Emergence Response Team (CERT) training meth-
odology. More than 50 Woodlands households now have someone trained and certified in this important set of
skills. Each of our certified residents attended the 20 hour training course over a six week period. The course
was funded for us by a federal Homeland Security grant.

newsletter from time to time for neighborhood awareness. Also the board has been involved in several problem
fixes... for example... most recently, several neighbors brought concerns to the Woodlands Board over vandal-
ism and damage on and around the barrier wall between Valle Verde Park and Citrus Marketplace. The owners
of the barrier wall behind Nob Hill did not seem to react so the board got involved with the most impacted
neighbors. After several meetings with the neighbors, the City planning department, the parks department, the
city compliance officer along with representation from the Citrus Marketplace owners, the problem seemed to
begin to resolve itself. It turned out that the vandalism had been caused by Woodlands youth attempting to
maintain a short cut to Citrus Marketplace from Valle Verde. The barrier has been rebuilt and the other stipula-
tions by the city compliance officer are being met by the Citrus Marketplace owners.
